Eldorado Heights Homeowners Association
32nd Annual Meeting

May 2, 2009

The Eldorado Height Homeowner’s Association (EHHA) Annual meeting was called to order by President, Jim Wilbur at 6:05 pm.  Other Directors present were Nick O’Dell, Troy McGee, Paul Jagoda, Dick Alberts, Rick Hewey and Curtis Freeman.  Jim welcomed the members present and each person introduced themselves.
The minutes from the 2008 Annual Meeting written by former Secretary, Amber Freeman, were approved as read by Secretary, Jean Jagoda.  The Financial Report was also read and accepted.
Committee Reports

Architectural Committee- Chair, Troy McGee, stated that there were twelve submittals in the previous year and that all went smooth.  Any members that intend to build can download an architectural worksheet from the Association website and send the completed forms to the EHHA address.  The plans are reviewed by the committee members to check for covenant compliance and then a letter is sent by Troy to the member to either approve the project or address concerns.

Road Committee- Contractor, Harold Johnson, grated all EHHA roads in the fall.  He returned this spring to do additional work. Favorite gulch was grated, repairs were made on Favorite Gulch and Owen Road and the upper section of Craigle Lane was also grated.  Repairs were made with gravel purchased from Bruce Sharf.   The road maintenance plan for 2009-10 will be similar with repairs on secondary roads being completed when needed.  Finding a good gravel source is biggest challenge for the committee.  Any landowners that may have good road-building materials on their property that they are willing to donate to the Association please contact President, Jim Wilbur.
Noxious Weed Committee- Jim explained that the Board has decided to table this committee at this time.  The weed grant that the EHHA had that paid 50% of our costs has expired.  Jim reminded everyone that it is the landowner’s responsibility to maintain the noxious weeds on their property.  Members may call the County Extension Service or the County Noxious Weed Committee with questions.  There are weed-eating insects available along with many herbicides that are easy to use. Jim took the opportunity to mention the Pine Beatle infestation in our area and offer informational packets provided by the Forest Service to members.  There is spraying and pheromone packets available to help save trees.  The Forest Service may be contacted for more information and a list of service providers.

Boat Dock Committee- Jim stated that the EHHA Annual Work Day took place earlier in the day at the docks.  There was a good showing and the work was finished quickly.  Members enjoyed a picnic lunch once all the jobs were done.  Director, Rick Hewey constructed a new outhouse on top of the concrete base donated by Jerry and Lisa Gressen last October.  The outhouse is very nice and may be viewed on the EHHA web-site.  Rick also “flattened” the beach area that gets “pushed-up” by the ice over the winter, which makes the area much nicer to use over the summer months.  The goal is to improve the boat launch ramp and repair the wood dock next to the ramp in the future.  Jim asked that members please not tie their boats to the wood dock unless they are loading or unloading.  The dock was damaged last summer by boats being tied to it long-term.  Jim continues to research the cost of having the bay dredged.  
Sapphire Mine Committee- Paul reminded the members that safety is the number one concern in the mine area.  Please do not under-cut when you dig and make sure to cave-in holes to ensure the safety of others. No one had any report of finding the “big one” this past year.  Jim Bretes was added to the committee.

Old Business
Hunting Season/Wildlife- The 2008 hunting season seemed to be the “year of the bear”.  There was a bear loose in Eldorado destroying trash bins, bird feeders and apple trees!  Frank Cipriano stated that his wife informed him one night that there was a bear on their porch.  He decided she must be crazy so she scared the bear away herself!  Paul reported seeing 4-5 bears while hunting and even shot one that seemed to be set on having him for lunch!  Jim stated that Mark Swartz may have seen a mountain lion on his lot early last summer.  Dick Alberts saw what may have been two wolves by his home. He called Fish Wildlife and Parks and they said they wouldn’t be surprised if he did!  Ryan Phillips said that she saw a red fox on her lot and there have been turkeys seen on the Cipriano and Jagoda properties.  
York Fire Dept. Report- Curtis Freeman reported that 2008 was a quiet year following the fire season of 2007.  He asked that people please be cautious when burning.  County burn permits are now available.  They are $10.00 and are available at the Lewis and Clack County courthouse or on-line. Land owners can call the Dept. to ask for assistance with control burns.  There are now 3 full-time EMT’s in York and two in Eldorado.  The department is always looking for new members.  Jim mentioned that the York Fire Dept. did not respond to our offer to purchase one of their trucks to be stationed in Eldorado.

York Historical Society- Members enjoyed historical Eldorado pictures posted in the hall compliments of the local historical society.  The group remains active in the Amber Mine Reclamation project up York Gulch and is currently researching the Ward Ranch in the attempt to get the property on the Nation Historic Register.  The group is also restoring an 1800’s cabin that is used as their museum and is tasked with caring for the York Historic Cemetery.  Anyone interested in joining the group can contact Jean Jagoda thru the EHHA address.
Covenant Revision Plan- Every ten years the covenants may be changed with a majority vote of members rather than a 2/3 vote of members.  At the request of the membership, the Board of Directors has taken steps over the past year to up-date the covenants in 2010. Jim explained where we stand in the process of revising the covenants.  First, a “cleaned-up” version of the covenants was written by the Association attorney, that draft was given to the working group which submitted suggestions. Next, the Board looked over the suggestions, made a final revision and submitted it back to our attorney.  A final draft will be written for a vote of the membership.  All voting must be completed by Jan. 1, 2010.  Jim thanked the working group for all their work and explained that the Board was able to use some of their suggestions, but not all of them.  Members of the working group were John Sibert (chair), David Thorn, January Lambeth, Bill Dove and Howard Clodfelter.  The final draft will be posted on the EHHA website after the August Board meeting and sent with ballots, by mail, to all members for voting in the fall. (add Siberts’s e-mail?)
Jenkins Case- The Board was unable to comment on the Jenkins case because it is currently in litigation.
New Business
New Members- Any member that sells or purchases an Eldorado lot is asked to give that information to the EHHA Secretary/Treasurer through the Association address. 

Elections- The terms of directors Nick O’Dell and Jim Wilbur have expired.  Nominations for the positions were accepted from the membership.  Rick Hewey nominated Mitch King, at his request. He explained that Mitch will be moving here soon from Colorado and has expressed an interest in serving on the Board.  He is excited to become part of the Eldorado community.  Nick O’Dell was nominated and stated that he will continue to do the best job that he can on the Board and that if people like what he’s doing he will stay on.  Jim Wilbur was nominated, stating that he would like to see the covenant revision process finished and that he feels he has the opportunity to represent all the members who do not live in Eldorado.  John Sibert was nominated and expressed his desire to represent the people who do not live in Eldorado and would also like to see the covenant revision process through to the end. The members present voted by written ballot and Jim Wilbur and Nick O’Dell were re-elected.  The EHHA Board of Directors is as follows;
